Directions to 23-53 Broadview Drive, Lake Carroll, Illinois

The instructions consist of two parts. Part A guides you from the Chicago area to the major access highway to Lake Carroll. Part B guides you into the Lake Carroll development and our place. Alas, there are two Part As; one from the northern suburbs (A1) and one from the west and southern suburbs (A2).

Part A1 From Chicago northern suburbs:

(   Find your way to Interstate 90 and enter westbound.

· Continue on I-90 West to Rockford. 

· Exit at the ramp that’s marked US20 West and To I-39. This is the US20 Bypass around Rockford.

· Continue west on the bypass (observe the speed limit, they take pictures there) to Freeport. 

· Take the bypass around Freeport (passing the Baymont Inn on your left). Watch your speed here also, the sheriff takes pictures.

( You may have a preferred, non Interstate route from the city. That’s OK, just make your way to Freeport.

· Continue on US20 to IL 73 near Lena. 

· Turn left, south, on IL 73.

· Continue through the town of Pearl City. (Watch your speed.)
· About six miles south of Pearl City you will pass a sign that says “Carroll County”. This is your alert to start looking for the next turn. 

· A couple miles south of the county line is Payne Road. It is identified with the typical yellow diamond shaped crossroad sign with “Payne Road” below it.

Part A2 From Chicago western and southern suburbs: 

· Travel west on Interstate 88 (The Ronald Reagan Memorial Highway!).

· Exit to Interstate 39 North. 

· In just a few miles look for exit to IL 64.

( You may have a preferred non-Interstate route out of the city, such as IL 64, North Avenue, or another path. That’s OK; just find your way to IL 64 to follow these instructions.

· Go west on IL 64.

· Continue through Oregon and other small towns.

· IL 64 will join with US52.

· At the south side of the town of Lanark turn right {north) at IL73. Continue through the town of Lanark. While passing through town look for the intersection of Broad and Dame. This is only for entertainment.

· Continue north on 73 to a four-way stop intersection with IL72. Continue straight ahead on 73. 

· In approximately one mile watch for Payne Road on the left. It is identified with the typical yellow diamond shaped crossroad sign with “Payne Road” below it. Hesitate and watch for hidden oncoming traffic southbound on 73 before making a left turn to Payne.

Go to Part B.

Part B.

· Continue on Payne, passing a “guardhouse” entry gate clearly marked with a sign declaring Lake Carroll. After passing the entrance you will emerge on a hilltop with a nice view of the countryside and a cluster of homes. This is Lake Carroll Boulevard. You will soon come to an intersection of Lake Carroll Boulevard (to the left) and Lake Carroll Boulevard (straight ahead). Continue straight ahead
· Continue on LCB and observe the golf course clubhouse on the left. After a few more curves you will reach Broadview Drive. In addition to the street sign there is a fancy signboard announcing “Broadview Estates”, classy, huh? Turn left. 

· The houses are marked with vertical green signs (fire department locators) that bear the house numbers. The first two digits are the development section number, in this case 23. After the dash is the lot number. On this street the numbers get larger as you progress. Watch for 23-53 with the house on the left. And you’re here. Welcome!
